Childrenôs Ministry continues to grow in the number of kids who join us on Sundays.  Weôve had many 
new families join us after church relocated to North San Jose, and weôre blessed to meet and know new 
children.  Our Sunday School classes are growing in attendance and many have 8+ children.  This year, 
we had 5 Sunday School classes at each hour to relieve crowded class sizes and to make it easier for 
teachers to teach. 

For the first 3 quarters of 2009, Childrenôs Ministry saw growth in the number of people who served, 
especially in the areas of Sunday School and Vacation Bible School.  We were blessed to have a 
number of adults and youths be first time coworkers in those ministries.  When the school year started in 
Fall 2009, the entire Childrenôs Ministry (Nursery Room, Sunday School, and Childrenôs Worship) lost a 
handful of coworkers and had a few coworkers commit to other church ministries.   

In July 2009, we hosted our annual Vacation Bible School and it was a wonderful week of children 
learning about God and adults working together to show Godôs love to the children and each other.  We 
had 54 children attend VBS and 46 adults/youths volunteer their time for this local outreach event. 

In July and August 2009, we had first ever 6 weeks ping pong workshop for children.  We are thankful for 
the adults who volunteered to teach basic ping pong skills to those who signed up. 

In October 2009, we partnered with 10+ Bay Area churches to host a Fall Festival.  It was a wonderful 
event that drew over 800 children and parents to attend.  The event consisted of games, food, and a 
childrenôs service that shared the Gospel with kids.

According to the original schedule, our Mountain View properties should have been sold on 12/29/2008. 

However, because the World Mission Prayer Center (WMPC) was short of funds and we were unable to 

close the escrow. That has caused a lot of concern and anxiety among us and many people have been 

praying fervently for it. Praise the Lord. After more than a month of negotiation, we have reached an 

agreement with essential terms as listed below. 

1. WMPC to pay initial cash deposit of $700K (Additional $800K will be paid pending sale of a property 

donated by a member). 

2. Remaining purchase price of $4.5M to be paid over 3 years with a minimum payment of $1.5M per 

year. 

3. Monthly rent to be equal to be equal to the bankôs charge of loan for the remaining purchase price. 

4. WMPC to pay maintenance, repair, insurance, utilities, parking lot lease and other expenses. 

5. Penalty for not going forward is $250K in first year, $350K in second year and $500K after second 

year. The deposit subtracting the penalty and unpaid rent to be refunded only after CTCC has 

completed resell of the properties. 

6. The titles will not be transferred to WMPC until payment is made in full. 

A formal agreement is being drafted by an attorney.  WMPC has also paid us $700K. We are all 

disappointed about not being able to sell the Mountain View properties as planned. Letôs continue to pray 

for WMPC and seek Godôs guidance on this transaction. 

In 2009, we have performed termite fumigation and roof leak repairs at the Mountain View sanctuary.
